Medication Testing & Report Form Reminder

As a reminder, per the NRHA Fees Policy, medications testing will be conducted at all NRHA-
Approved North American "AA" events, Affiliate Regional Championships (ARCs), and NRHA-
Owned events. The medication fee at these specific events is $35 per horse. Additionally, all other

NRHA-approved events are subject to testing and these events will be notified prior to the start date
if selected for random testing.

Please remember that all Medications Report Forms received in the show office during an event must
be turned in by the required deadline to the NRHA office.
